Angola has an Atlantic Ocean coastline of 1,650 km long and shares borders with Democratic
Republic of Congo and Republic of Congo to the North and East, Zambia to the East and Namibia to
the South. A plateau averaging 6,000 ft (1,829 m) above sea level rises abruptly from the coastal
lowlands. Nearly all land is desert or savanna with hardwood forests in northeast.
